Set up default [Font] and [Encoding] in Outlook Express 6

Open Outlook Express

Click on [Tools] then click [Options] and [Read]

Click on [Fonts…] and then on Font settings [Unicode],

If you could not see that one down arrow icon
Then Choose the other and also Encoding [Unicode (UTF-8]

And click on [Set as Default] and then [OK]

Then on Options Window and Read, click on [International Settings..]

And you can see the Default encoding is Unicode(UTF-8)

Just click on [Use default encoding for all incoming messages

Then click [OK] and [OK] again

Click on [Tools] then click [Options] and [Send]

Click on [International Settings…] and then choose [Unicode (UTF-8)]

Do not click in [Set default message direction right-to-left]

Do not tick in [When replying to message always use English headers]

Then click [OK] 

Under Mail Sending Format
Tick in [HTML]

Click on [HTML Settings…]

Encode text using [Base 64]

No tick in [Allow 8-bit characters in headers

Tick in Send pictures with messages

No tick in [Indent message on reply]

Click [OK]

Now click in [Plain Text Settings..] in Mail Sending Format

Tick [MIME]

Encode test using [Base 64]

No tick in Allow 8-bit characters in headers

No tick in Uuencode

No tick in [Indent the original test with] Optional

Click [OK]

Click [Apply]

Click [OK]
